· The program will ask the user to enter a sentence.  Do not use any punctuation for the first version.    

· The program will return the following information:

· Number of words in the sentence.

· Number of vowels in the sentence. (a, e, i, o, u)

· Itemize by vowel.   Sample example output

     There are 5 a's, 4 e's, 6 i's etc.

· Number of consonants in the sentence.  Total number of letters that were not a, e, i, o, or u.

The program should keep looping and asking the user for more sentences to be processed until the user indicates that they are finished by entering in a value to quit.
