A few more important items…

· All students can access the link to take their AP exam through their College Board AP Classroom account.  So, If you did not receive the verification email simply make sure you can access your AP Classroom.  

· You will be receiving your E-Ticket to take the exam48 hours prior to your exam date.  Please make sure you log onto your account to make sure you receive the ticket.  If you do not, please contact College Board immediately.  

· If you have technical difficulties during testing day, you will be eligible for late testing.  You will simply follow the link found in your testing day checklist sheet and fill out the form.  

· It is encouraged on testing day to click onto your E-ticket and prepare to take the exam a half hour early than the testing time.  There will be a number of security measures that must be completed and logging in early will ensure they have ample time to answer those questions prior to the exam.
